Sound System Conditions of Use

Introduction

This document summarises what we can offer to groups using the church auditorium. Also included is an equipment list (Appendix 1).

There are several possible levels of technical support for services in the auditorium. These range from a basic service requiring just speaking support, through to that of a full band and various levels of support for musical items.

We can offer personnel to run the system (preferred) or your own personnel if our conditions are met.
Basic Service 
This includes sound amplification for leader and other speakers. May include CD, laptop or MP3 player input.

Possible equipment required for this:

AKG Lecturn Gooseneck microphone

1x Shure Lapel radio microphone

1x Shure headset radio microphone

1x Shure SM58 Hand held radio microphone with stand.

Soundcraft FX 16 channel mixer

Sony CD player

Additional wired microphones are available by request.

Personnel:
We have several people that can offer this level of service, however, they are volunteers and their services are only available by individual negotiation and availability.
Service requiring some/full sound support for musicians
In addition to that of the basic service (see above), this might include support for one to several vocalist and an acoustic guitar for example, through to full band support

Please note that this is a small venue with lively acoustics that is well suited to singing & some styles of music & thus sufficiently skilled musicians & vocalist may not need much support

Additional equipment available:

More microphones

DIs

Foldback 

Bass speaker with amplifier homebuilt but sounds good in our venue

Personnel

We have only one person capable of running this system in full support & he is not available during normal working hours.

Your own personnel are welcome to use the system (see conditions).

Conditions of use when the IBPC staff not used
1. That whoever takes responsibility for the sound system communicates with the IBPC Charge Technician at least one week ahead of the event to discuss needs and what is available. This enables everyone to know where they are, and time to hire additional gear if required.
2. That if they make any changes to the systems, e.g. wiring routing, mixer settings that systems be set back to how they were. 
3. That any changes to stage setup, e.g. positions of instruments, cabling, be returned to how they were found.
Reasoning: This system is used for Sunday services and many of the volunteers do not have the skills to troubleshoot or rearrange lines 10 minutes before a service.

4. Any damage is notified to the IBPC Sound Technician as soon as possible. 

5. The cost of repair or replacement for such damage is the responsibility of the hirer.

6. No adjustments are to be made to the PA Driverack.  (It is set up to control the FOH frequency response using time domain spectrometry & should not need to be altered.) If EQ additional to mixer is required, an external EQ unit should be used (hired, brought in) between the mixer & PA/FOH speakers.

· A “foldback” speaker we use at the piano driven by the Kenwood amp & uses the Submix out  which is the same as the foyer mix.

· Two full range DAS 15A powered speakers with Driverack PA for house system control.

· A hearing aid loop driven from the desk Aux 3

· There is sound to the foyer driven from a TOA 70V amp Sub left out
9 balanced male XLR lines from the stage on the southern side 

3 balanced TRS 6.3 mm plug lines from southern lecturn
2 balanced male XLR lines on the northern end of stage in pulpit

2 balanced TRS, 6.3 mm plugs on the northern end of stage in pulpit

1 balanced female XLR line used for lecturn mic
A speaker level line to the stage used for the piano foldback.
